Your business should have received a ballot paper to vote on the Clarkston Business Improvement District (BID).
If successful the BID will raise some £80,000 in the first year and over £300,000 over five years towards projects to enhance Clarkston Town Centre. 

These projects will include, amongst others, the creation of up to six new annual events to bring shoppers to the area, a marketing campaign to promote the area, the introduction of a shop improvement fund, the re-introduction of Christmas lighting, improved signage and a review of both parking and traffic flow 

In addition new banner points will be installed and a new retail forum will be created to allow issues and opportunities to be discussed between the businesses.

If the ballot is successful a management board, made up of Clarkston Town Centre business people, will be created to oversee the BID and a project manager appointed. All business in the area are eligible to stand for the board.
There are one hundred and thirty-two businesses within the Clarkston BID area and the Business Plan has been developed in consultation with both businesses and shoppers.
The project is sponsored by East Renfrewshire Chamber of Commerce and backed by East Renfrewshire Council; who will be contributing £20,000 towards year one of the BID if the ballot proves successful.
The BID will be promoted under the theme of ‘I Love Clarkston.’ and will be supported by the ‘Art in the Windows’ initiative that will launch at the Clarkston Farmers Market on May the 22nd.
You have until June the 25th to return the ballot paper and I hope I can count on your support.
If you have any questions we are having a get together of the Clarkston BID businesses on the 25th of May at Beanscene (from 5.00pm to 8.00pm) and we would be delighted to see you there.
The project has been overseen by a Steering Group made up of local business owners from the BID area.
BID’s work the world over and Clarkston Town Centre BID is the right place and the right time to make a significant difference to the businesses in this area.’
